Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes

The draft minutes and attachment for the June 18 - 19, 2008 Joint NAESB WGQ Information Requirements / Technical Subcommittees meeting were modified and adopted as final without any objections
The draft minutes as posted and the attachments as modified for the July 23, 2008 Joint NAESB WGQ Information Requirements / Technical Subcommittees conference call were adopted as final without any objections.
6.
2008 Annual Plan Item (New Item added by BOD on June 26, 2008) – Order 712 – Capacity Release

The group began with a brief overview of the concepts for development of the implementation for the index-based pricing in capacity release (IBR).  The group utilized the work paper posted for the meeting as the working document.  Changes to the working document were made as reflected in the attachment to these minutes (Attachment).  

Utilizing the working document, the first order of business was to go through the Offer Upload – NAESB WGQ Standard. 5.4.7 and review each data element and corresponding codes values to determine what modifications are needed to implement both the index-based pricing as well as reviewing the modifications made at the July 23, 2008 conference call to implement Order 712.  During the discussion, the issues posed in the posted work paper for the meeting were addressed. 

Data element:
Minimum Acceptable Percentage of Maximum Tariff Rate 

Issue:
 Do we need a similar data element for IBR – i.e. IBR – Minimum Acceptable % of Formula or can this be accomplished through the use of the IBR – Rate Floor?
Answer:
This data element is not used for IBR as there is no way to calculate a rate to compare against max tariff rate.  
Data Element:
Minimum Acceptable Rate 

Issue:
This can be accomplished through the use of the IBR – Rate Floor.  Would need to add condition that bidding basis must be on IBR-Rate Floor. 
Answer:
In IBR, there is not a minimum acceptable rate as there is no way to calculate a complete rate.  The only thing that is communicated is a formula and the basis for bidding.  
Data Elements: Minimum Rate Disclosure, Percentage of Maximum Tariff Rate Bid and Rate Bid were determined to not be applicable when it is an IBR transaction. 
In order to accommodate the ability of a bidder to state that they want to bid the maximum tariff rate (NAESB WGQ Standard 5.3.25 as modified for IBR), a new data element, Rate Bid Maximum Tariff, was added. 

The group completed its initial review of the data dictionaries and code values dictionaries for the Offer Upload (WGQ Standard 5.4.7) and Bid Upload (WGQ Standard 5.4.18).  [NOTE: this equates to pages11-58 of the Attachment].
