Welcome and Introductions – Ms. Davis welcomed everyone and the participants introduce themselves.
2.
Housekeeping – Ms. Davis provided the housekeeping.
3.
Anti-trust Guidelines – Ms. Davis read the anti-trust guidelines.
4.
Adoption of Agenda – The agenda as posted was adopted without objection. 
5.
Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes

The draft minutes and attachment for the July 30-31, 2008 Joint NAESB WGQ Information Requirements / Technical Subcommittees meeting were modified and adopted as final without any objections.
6.
2007 Annual Plan Item 7a (and 2008 Annual Plan Item 4a) – Order 698 – Index Pricing in Capacity Release

AND

2008 Annual Plan Item (New Item added by BOD on June 26, 2008) – Order 712 – Capacity Release Remaining Items
The group agreed to use the posted work paper as the working document for the meeting.  The results of the discussions were incorporated into the working document which is posted as an attachment to these minutes. 

The group briefly reviewed the work effort to date.  There was a question on whether the Maximum Bid Rate Indicator should be modified to be generic to cover market based rates in the Offer Upload and the Bid Upload datasets, including R08019 and R07018.  After lengthy discussion it was determined that the issue of market based rates was outside the scope of the current effort and is better suited to a more global review of the capacity release data sets to accommodate market based rates (either by an Annual Plan item or a specific request) subsequent to the Order 698 IBR / Order 712 effort. 
Transactional Reporting – Capacity Release (TR - Cap Rel):  There was discussion on the purpose of the TR – Cap Rel.  The original purpose of this data set was to incorporate the specific regulations of FERC 18CFR §284.13.  In spite of the fact that FERC has not modified the regulations to require the inclusion of information related to index-based releases (IBR), additional information is proposed in an effort to improve transparency for IBR 

After the initial review of the work paper, a discussion ensued on what should constitute a “Basic Formula”.  The work to date had been based on two basic formulas:

Basic Formula 1 = Index A

Basic Formula 2 = Index A - Index B

It was pointed out that there are 3 other basic formulas that are typical:

Formula 3 = (Index A - Index B) +/- constant 1
Formula 4 = constant 2 * (Index A- Index B)

and combining the two:

Formula 5 = (constant 1 * (Index A- Index B)) +/- (constant 2)
It was determined that it is possible to boil all the basic formulas down into one formula.  If one considers that 1 and 0, are acceptable values for constant 1 and constant 2, respectively, any of the five formulas can be effectuated through the use of Formula 5.  Another formulation would be:
Formula 6 = (constant 1 * Index A) +/- (constant 2 * Index B) +/- constant 3
The group discussed three options to implement Formula 6: 

Option 1 = (constant 1 * Index A) +/- (constant 2 * Index B) +/- constant 3
In this option all of the constants have to be positive.  
Requires 7 data elements highlighted by the different colors
Option 2 = (constant 1 * Index A) + (constant 2 * Index B) + (constant 3)
In this option the operators are all ‘+’ and the value for the constants and the indices can be negative or positive.  
Requires 5 data elements highlighted by the different colors
Option 3 = (constant 1 * Index A) +/- (constant 2 * Index B) +/- (constant 3)
In this option the operators are + or – and the value of the constants and indices can be positive or negative.  
Requires 7 data elements highlighted by the different colors
After lengthy discussion it was determined that Option 1 is not feasible as it requires the constants to be positive.  There was a difference of opinion on whether the formula in Option 2 or Option 3 was the better way to represent the desired functionality, flexibility and web screen presentation.  Both options are programmatically feasible.  Whereas Option 2 provides for a single NAESB formula, it was determined that for user friendliness, Option 3 is a better implementation. 

Utilizing option 3, the group determined to name the data elements as follows:

(constant 1 * Index A) +/- (constant 2 * Index B) +/- (constant 3)
Constant 1
IBR Index Reference 1 Multiplier

Index A

Constant 2
IBR Index Reference 2 Multiplier

The group reviewed and agreed upon the list of data dictionaries not requiring modifications for Order 712.
The group revised the Sample Papers for IBR – Basic Formula and the Unique Formula.  It was determined to provide two examples of variations of the Basic Formula and developed a new example for the Unique Formula.

· Differential Rate Floor bidding – how to put limits on the negative differential side – probably only an issue for non-prearranged deals
