n1     When a Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary location code is employed pursuant to this standard, the parties agree that nominations, confirmations, scheduled quantities, and capacity release documents employing such code should be for one gas day at a time, and used only until there is a verified common code for the point associated with the proprietary location code. This would include daily nominations over a weekend. Within two months following the availability of the location the parties should employ the common code and no longer employ the proprietary code for identifying such location in the datasets related to the identified standards.

Northern Natural Gas
The request adds the data element ‘Preparer ID/Preparer ID Proprietary Code” to the Measured Volume Audit Statement data set.  The data element will be added to the Heading N1 segment.  In version 3040, there are only 5 N1 loops allowed. There are currently 5 data elements for the N1 loop.  If not all of the data elements can be sent at the same time, then the N1 loop can be used.  Otherwise, the subcommitte will have to create another solution or move the audit statement to a more current ASC X12 version.  The chair will contact the requester to discuss their current implementation.

In addition, it was discovered that the existing data set implements the PER segment within the N1 loop.  However, there is only one data element that is mandatory to be sent in the N1.  The two data elements are not related closely enough to make the implementation meaningful.  It was discussed that an additional PER segment exists outside of the N1 loop.  At its next meeting, the technical subcommittee will discuss modifying the implementation and sending out a minor correction.
