Advisory Council Profile:  2008-2009
The NAESB Advisory Council was formed in 2000 with the adoption of the NAESB Certificate of Incorporation, Article 3, §8:

Advisory Council.  The Board of Directors shall establish a permanent, standing advisory committee to be composed of representatives of federal, state, and local agencies; public interest groups; non-profit research organizations; and similar organizations, selected pursuant to procedures set forth in the By-Laws.  The Board of Directors and the Executive Committee shall seek the advice of this committee as either deems appropriate.

The Advisory Council is an offshoot of the Gas Industry Standards Board Advisory Committee - -which was formed in 1994 as part of the creation of GISB.

For its purpose, the Advisory Council provides guidance to the Board officers, Board members and Executive Committees regarding the organization’s plans and strategies, standards development activities, and accomplishments.   The advice of the council members is sought out for challenges that the organization has planned to undertake or has already made commitments to address.

This advice can be offered to NAESB in a number of ways:

· First, there is the meeting of the Advisory Council, which occurs in conjunction with the NARUC winter meeting.  At this meeting, NAESB will address accomplishments of the prior year, activities underway, and plans for the future.  The activities and plans will focus on standards development but may also include organizational or strategic issues.  The meeting is noticed by NAESB and posted on its web site with meeting materials.  The meeting is open to any interested party.

· Second, NAESB holds monthly update conference calls – one hour in duration, set up specifically to brief Advisory Council members and their staff on issues of importance to NAESB.  The briefings are given by subject matter experts (SMEs) within NAESB and offer the participants the opportunity to ask questions, give input or call the SMEs at a later date for additional information.  Several state commission staff assist in drafting the agenda.  Contact information for the SMEs is provided with the agenda.  The conference call is noticed by NAESB and posted on its web site with meeting materials.  The call is open to any interested party.

· Third, the Advisory Council chairman, Bruce Ellsworth, attends and is indeed a member of the NAESB Board of Directors.  During any of the Board meetings or other NAESB meetings, the chairman can offer the advice of the council and bring back issues for the council to consider.  Chairman Ellsworth can also call a meeting of the Advisory Council as needed – either in person or by teleconference. 

· Fourth, there are multiple opportunities for the Advisory Council members to weigh in on recommended standards or potential directions – through comment periods, email requests for input, whenever a council member chooses to weigh in on a particular item under NAESB consideration, or for a new item that NAESB should consider.

NAESB is fortunate to have a strong Advisory Council from 1994 onward, who has provided input on many challenging issues such as the use of the Internet for business transactions, the creation of gas nomination time periods to streamline the process for transmission of natural gas, the transition from GISB to NAESB, gas-electric coordination, gas quality reporting, coordination with NERC, the development of standards to support retail choice programs,, the development of standards to support NERC reliability standards and the creation of standards to support wholesale electric electronic scheduling.  
Similarly, this year we have addressed and continue to address many key development efforts such as demand side management and energy efficiency programs, standards to further support gas-electric interdependencies, improvements in gas quality reporting, OATT reform and transparency, and the implementation of an e-Tariff program.  We are also in the midst of a retail restructuring of our retail quadrants and segments.

We want to thank the Advisory Council members for providing guidance as we address these issues and others that may arise during the year.  The council’s advice in invaluable is ensuring that NAESB stays coordinated in a public-private partnership with the regulatory officials and related industry associations as we set business practices and technical standards.
