NAESB BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
June 26, 2008 – Wyndham Greenspoint Hotel - Houston, TX
Final Minutes
1.  
Administration and Welcome
Mr. Desselle welcomed the Board members and guests in the room and on the phone.  Mr. Boswell read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Booe read the roster of the Board members and quorum was established.
The Board of Directors took a brief recess while the NAESB Annual Meeting of the Members was conducted in accordance with Article IV of the Certificate.  After discussion during the meeting of the members,  Mr. True moved, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield, to adjourn the meeting of the members.  The motion passed without objection.  The meeting of the members adjourned at 9:10 AM Central.
The Board members reviewed the draft agenda included on page 14 behind tab 2 of the Board book.  Mr. Buccigross moved, seconded by Mr. Lucas, to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.  The Board members reviewed the March 27, 2008 Board meeting minutes included on page 17 behind tab 3 of the Board book.  Three minor corrections were made to the draft minutes.  Mr. Lucas moved, seconded by Mr. Templeton, to adopt the minutes as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.  The final minutes are posted on the NAESB Board page:  http://naesb.org/pdf3/bd032708fm.doc.

Reports from Board Committees
Resources Committee:  Next, Mr. Brown provided an update of the work of the Resource Committee.  The Committee’s report was included behind tab 4 of the Board book, beginning on page 25.  Mr. Brown noted that since the last Board meeting, the organization has had a net loss of 13 members.  In an effort to bolster membership, the Resource Committee will contact those non-members involved in the Demand Response effort, request time on the agenda of the upcoming NARUC meetings, and continue to discuss the benefits of NAESB membership with the trade organizations.  The NAESB office will also distribute a friendly reminder to members to include NAESB membership in their budgets for 2009.  Mr. Brown noted that if each quadrant brought in five new members in the upcoming quarter, the organization would be back on track regarding the membership goals for the year.  He challenged the Board members to meet that goal and stated that the NAESB office would provide an award for the quadrant that accumulates the most new members.
Retail Restructuring:  Mr. Desselle noted that Mr. Bourbonnais is retiring and that the Parliamentary Committee will take the Retail Quadrant restructuring issue into consideration.  The Parliamentary Committee will bring back a recommendation by yearend.  Mr. Bourbonnais was thanked for his years of leadership in the NAESB organization.
3.
Updates on specific standards development efforts
Next, the Board reviewed the progress of several standards development efforts underway.

WEQ and WGQ:  e-Tariff Progress:  Mr. Sappenfield provided the update for the e-Tariff efforts.  The e-Tariff report was included behind tab 5, beginning on page 54 of the Board book.  The e-Tariff standards and implementation guide were ratified by the membership on April 4 and filed with the FERC on April 15.  On April 17 the FERC issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking regarding the e-Tariff filing with a comment period ending on May 29.  The comments submitted by those in the gas and oil industry were generally supportive.  The comments submitted by some members in the electric industry were not critical of the standard, but suggested alternative methods for electronic filing.  Mr. Sappenfield noted that the comments were not unexpected based on discussions held at the EC and subcommittee meetings.
WEQ:  FERC Order No. 890, Coordination with NERC, ATC deliverable deadlines, OASIS change progress:  Ms. York provided an update of the NAESB standards development on FERC Order No. 890.  The FERC Order No. 890 information begins on page 71 of the Board book behind tab 5.  Ms. York noted that the ESS/ITS has met 14 times, the ESS/ITS and BPS have met 18 times, and there have been 9 WEQ Executive Committee meetings addressing the subcommittees’ work since the last Board meeting.  Of the 17 Order 890 ATC related items slated for the ESS/ITS and BPS, 13  have been completed, including TRM, Data Exchange, Load Forecast Postings, Daily Peak Load Postings, and TTC/ATC input, which are currently in the ratification phase.  The subcommittees’ are currently addressing CBM and Commissioner Wellinghoff’s concurring opinion in Order 890-A requesting modifications to certain ancillary services to include demand response.  

In response to the ESS/ITS and BPS subcommittees’ request for direction concerning the controversial ATC Information List, the WEQ Executive Committee organized a task force to review the List and make a determination regarding its future.  The task force met on June 6, 2008 and will meet again in mid July to continue discussions and propose a recommendation that will be posted for the 30 day formal comment period.  
The ESS/ITS has completed Group 1 (Conditional Firm; Annotations for ATC; Load Forecast and Actual Load; Rebid of Partial Service; and Preconfirmation Priority) and Group 2 (Metrics and Redispatch Cost Posting) of the Order 890 Work Plan and has had several meetings to address Group 3 (Network Resources).  In April, the ESS/ITS suspended the work concerning Network Resources in order to address the time sensitive Conditional Firm standards requested in paragraph 592 of Order 890-A, which set a filing deadline of July 14, 2008.  Despite the valiant efforts of the subcommittee, the recommendation was not voted out of subcommittee in time to met the deadline established by Order 890-A.  Currently, the Conditional Firm standard is out for the 30 day formal comment period ending July 25, 2008, after narrowly passing a subcommittee vote on June 24, 2008.  The NAESB office will file a request for a deadline extension through the end of August, so that there will be ample time, if needed, to vet the controversial standard through the Executive Committee.
Ms. York also noted that the coordination with NERC regarding the Order 890 standards has been going well and that the subcommittee will review Order 890-B, which was issued June 24, 2008, at their next meetings.
WGQ:  FERC Order No. 698 approach, schedule, progress and correspondence:  Ms. Crockett provided the update of the work of the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee to address FERC Order No. 698.  The FERC Order No. 698 information begins on page 105 of the Board book behind tab 5.  Ms. Crockett noted that the WGQ BPS has been addressing Order No. 698 for almost a year and that of the three topics involved, 2008 WGQ Annual Plan Item No. 4b (Redirects -- Alternate Receipt Points Upstream of or an Alternate Delivery Point Downstream of a Point of Constraint) is the only item that has been fully vetted and is complete.  The business practice standards and definitions related to 2008 WGQ Annual Plan Item No. 4a (index-based capacity release) were voted out of the WGQ Executive Committee yesterday and the technical implementation standards have yet to be developed.  The Information Requirements and Technical subcommittees have on their schedules the development efforts to complete item 4a.  The last item related to Order No. 698, 2008 WGQ Annual Plan Item No. 4c (intraday nomination timeline), has been completed by the subcommittee with a recommendation that no action be taken on the item.  The no action recommendation is out for formal comment until July 2, 2008 and will be voted on during a subsequent single topic WGQ Executive Committee meeting on July 14, 2008.

Ms. Crockett stated that waiting for the IR and Technical subcommittees to fully staff the index-based capacity release standards would postpone the Order No. 698 FERC filing until the end of the year, at the earliest.  She made a motion to direct the NAESB office to send the business practices for item 4b (redirects) out for member ratification immediately and to file the completed Order 698 items with the FERC after the July 14, 2008 WGQ Executive Committee meeting (namely, item nos. 4b and 4c).  Mr. Ellsworth seconded the motion.  Ms. McQuade noted that following yesterday’s Executive Committee meeting, concern was expressed about postponing the Order No. 698 filing until the index-based capacity release recommendation had been fully staffed, as the Commission may expect a filing from NAESB sooner than first quarter 2009 in response to Order No. 698.  She also noted that if the Board recommends that NAESB proceed with a filing of the index-based release standards and definitions completed to date, that it will be explained that a subsequent filing containing the technical implementation of those standards will be made at a later date.  Mr. Kruse stated that if the FERC is focused on receiving the intraday timeline piece of the Order No. 698 filing, he suggests bifurcating the filing, providing the FERC the intraday timeline recommendation immediately along with the redirects (item nos. 4b and 4c), and the index-based release piece once fully staffed.  Ms. McQuade stated that she supported Mr. Kruse’s recommendation and that she could discuss it with the FERC staff.  Mr. Novak noted that the technical implementation of the index-based release recommendation (item no. 4a) should be given high priority so that it can be timely filed after the standards and definitions.  The participants discussed the priority the IR and Technical Subcommittees should give to completing item no. 4a with respect to the Order 712 work, and determined that both should be considered high priority.  

Mr. Desselle asked if Ms. Crockett and Mr. Ellsworth would consider the suggestions to file the redirect and intraday timeline recommendations after the July 14, 2008 WGQ Executive Committee meeting and to highlight the index-based capacity release work as high priority on Annual Plan, as modifications to the motion. It was noted that Ms. McQuade would discuss the plan with the FERC staff to determine if the approach of two separate filings – one with redirects and nominations deadlines (items nos. 4b and 4c)  and another with the fully staffed indexed pricing for released capacity (item no. 4a) would be appropriate.  Ms. Crockett and Mr. Ellsworth agreed to the modifications.  Mr. Desselle asked the participants if there is any more discussion on the motion.  None was offered.  The motion passed without opposition.  Ms. McQuade noted that she would discuss such with FERC staff regarding a two-staged filing, to provide FERC and the industry with the work completed to date and the indication that NAESB reached the conclusion that no changes were needed at this time for the nominations deadlines, as no consensus could be reached on any adjustments.
WEQ and Retail:  DSM/EE efforts:  Next, Mr. Wattles provided an overview of the WEQ DSM/EE efforts.  The materials were included behind tab 5, beginning on page 154 of the Board book.  On the wholesale side, the subcommittee is currently on schedule to submit the Demand Response Measurement and Verification standards by September 30, 2008.  To this end, the subcommittee is continuing to focus their efforts on defining and distilling a baseline methodology and converting the various elements of the Wholesale Matrix into standards language.  The subcommittee has been meeting regularly and having bi-weekly conference calls.  Mr. Wattles also noted the leadership of ISO New England’s Eric Winkler and Bob Laurita and thanked them for moving the effort forward.  Ms. McQuade noted that on the retail market, the team is reviewing air conditioning load programs and dispatchable direct load programs and mapping them for validation against the retail matrix.  This effort is being coordinated with the Association of Edison Illuminating Companies (AEIC) Load Research Committee.  The next DSM/EE meeting is scheduled for July 30, 2008 in Carmel, Indiana.  Mr. Brown added that the publicity surrounding the effort should be very beneficial for NAESB as an organization, both in the eyes of the FERC and at the regional and state levels.  He urged the Board members to take advantage of this opportunity and garner support from the various trade organizations for NAESB and the standards the organization is developing.  Mr. Wattles noted that representatives from FERC have recognized the efforts of NAESB at several meetings over the last few months.  
Retail: Texas Registration Model, Interest in Customer Choice Programs and NAESB Standards:  Ms. McKeever reviewed Retail efforts found on page 196 behind tab 5 of the Board book.  The Retail quadrant has been focusing their efforts on completing the Technical Guidelines for the Texas Registration Model in time for the NAESB publication date.  To meet the deadline, the group has used a streamlined process by focusing their efforts on the transactions that match the model business practices, and delaying completion of the items that could be left up to the states.  This is a less prescriptive, less detailed process that could be used in other Retail efforts. The group has made a lot of progress in very little time, thanks to the efforts of Jennifer Teel, Denise Rager, Susan Munson, Cade Burks, Ray Giuliani and the others involved from ERCOT.  
4.
Executive Committee Reports
Mr. Buccigross noted that the highpoints of Order 698 and e-Tariff had already been discussed and reviewed the proposed changes to the WGQ 2008 Annual Plan, including changes to support Order No. 712.  Mr. Desselle asked that the vote to approve the WGQ 2008 Annual Plan be held until all three Annual Plans have been reviewed, so that they may all be considered together.  Mr. Novak reviewed the proposed revisions to the Retail 2008 Annual Plan and noted that most of the revisions concerned modifications to expected completion dates.  Ms. York provided a review of the proposed revisions to the WEQ 2008 Annual Plan.  Mr. Lucas moved, seconded by Mr. Burks to adopt the proposed revisions to all three annual plans. 
5.
Membership and Financial Reports
Ms. McQuade reviewed the membership report included on page 237 of the Board book, behind tab 7.  The membership profile reflects an 11 member loss from year end 2007 to today.  In many cases, the losses can be attributed to members who joined to address single topics which are now complete and members who have held duplicate membership in other segments and quadrants.  Mr. Desselle encouraged the Board members to reach out and bring in some new members, as the membership directly affects revenues.  There were no questions regarding the membership report.  The 2008 Financial Report and budget accrued as of May 2008 are included in the Board book, beginning on page 251 behind tab 7.  Ms. Wishart provided a comparison of the income and expenses through May 2008 and the 2008 budget.  The organization has a gross income of approximately $1,567,000 through May 2008 and $815,000 in expenses, giving us a net income of $752,000.  This puts the organization $55,000 under the net income budget projection for May of 2008 ($807,000).  This shortfall can be directly attributed to the loss of members and the increased number of meetings this year.  Ms. McQuade noted that page 256 of the Board book contained a comparison of the meeting statistics from January to May 2007 to January to May 2008.  The numbers reflect a 53% increase in the number of hours spent on conference calls and a 9% to 10% increase in the number of hours spent in face-to-face meetings.  Ms. McQuade also noted that the NAESB office has taken action to reduce expenses by renegotiating our telecommunication contract with our carrier as well as changing our health insurance provider. 
Mr. Desselle stated that he would like to create a committee of the Board to investigate the possibility of raising membership dues as well as revenue generated from other sources, and ask that committee to bring back a recommendation at our next Board meeting.  Mr. Hebenstreit also suggested that the committee consider stricter enforcement of the NAESB copyright policy.  Mr. Desselle supported the suggestion.  Mr. Boswell stated that in September he would distribute a letter to the general counsels of companies explaining the NAESB copyright policy and request compliance.  Mr. True also suggested adding a statement about copyright infringement to the NAESB newsletter.  The members discussed the importance of enforcing the NAESB copyright policy.  There were no further questions regarding the financial report
6.
Review and Possible Consideration for Vote Procedure Changes to Support Segment Block Restrictions

Next, Mr. Desselle reviewed the proposed modifications to the NAESB Certificate.  The modifications are highlighted on page 258 of the Board book under tab 8.  He suggested that the Board postpone the vote on the modifications until the next meeting, so that the parliamentary committee may have an opportunity to discuss the modifications and identify other conforming changes to other governance documents (bylaws and standard operating procedures).  Ms. McQuade noted that the parliamentary committee should also consider the restructuring of the retail quadrants.  Mr. Desselle stated that he would ask that the parliamentary committee bring a recommendation to the Board no later than yearend.
7.
Plan for March 2008 Board Meeting
Mr. Desselle noted that the September Board meeting is scheduled for September 25 at the Wyndam Greenspoint in Houston, and that during that meeting the members will conduct usual business as well as be updated on the membership and financial issues discussed today and review the roles and responsibilities of Board membership.  The Board members were asked to contact Ms. McQuade if they had any agenda items that should be addressed.  
8.
 Old and New Business
Ms. McQuade provided an update of the NAESB liaisons with various external groups.  Since the last Board meeting, there has been significant interaction with the FERC Commissioners regarding the standards, and the Commissioners have expressed great interest in demand side management, Order No. 890, and Order No. 698.  The NAESB office has also been working closely with NERC to ensure that the Order No. 890 work remains coordinated.  The WEQ subcommittees have developed several standards that, while driven by the NERC standards, have been completed before the NERC standards have been finalized.  To combat any potential issues that could arise given the situation, all recommendations related to the NERC standards include a coversheet explaining that the subcommittee chairs will review the standards for inconsistencies once the NERC standards have been finalized.  
Ms. McQuade and Mr. Minneman met with the Illinois Commerce Commission to review the NAESB retail standards in conjunction with the state’s Customer Choice Program.  In addition, Ms. McQuade accepted a seat on the National Petroleum Council.  Mr. Desselle also noted that a filing has been submitted to the FERC officially dissolving the Joint Interface Committee.

Adjourn
Mr. Templeton moved to adjourn and Mr. Buccigross seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 11:30 AM Central.
