Dear Critical Infrastructure Committee Members,

A Critical Infrastructure Committee conference call was held on July 19, 2010. The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm C. Mr. Burks presided over the meeting and Mr. Booe served as counsel for the meeting.  The notes below serve as a record for the meeting.

	Notes for the July 19, 2010 NAESB Board Critical Infrastructure Meeting

	Administrative:
	Mr. Burks welcomed the participants to conference call and thanked them for attending.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance.  The draft agenda was reviewed.  Ms. Crockett made a motion to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Spangler seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.

	Discussion of Topics for Strategic Planning Session
	Mr. Hurley provided a review of the status of the Draft Lieberman Senate Bill (Senate Bill S. 3480) and the Draft Harman House of Representatives Bill (House Bill H.R. 5548).  Ms. McQuade noted that the Lieberman Bill is expected to be considered in September and that the Harmon Bill has been changed to look very similar to the Senate Bill.  Mr. Burks suggested that the Committee ask Mr. Hurley to provide a 10 minute overview of the Lieberman Bill during the upcoming NAESB Board Strategic Session.  The participants supported his recommendation.  Mr. Burks also suggested that each Quadrant review the Bill and produce a report addressing the potential affects the Bill may have on NAESB.  Mr. Hurley stated that he predicts that the Bill has a 50% chance of passing depending on the priority it receives from the Administration.  He also noted that it has been rumored that the Lieberman Bill may be merged with the Rockefeller-Snowe Bill and become an omnibus bill with ample funding.  Currently the Bill gives the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) control of the budget.  Mr. Gallagher noted that the Bill significantly alters the way the electric industry interacts with NERC and that a coalition was formed by the industry to get lobbyists involved in the development.  Ms. McQuade noted that it would be beneficial if the Bill gave direction to work with existing standards organizations.  Mr. Hurley stated that the Bill only references NIST.   Mr. Hurley stated that if NAESB could produce a set of talking points supporting the organizations position and offering constructive solutions that he would discuss the key points with his contacts in Washington D.C.  Ms. McQuade asked Ms. Ogg for her impressions of the activity in Washington surrounding the Bill.  Ms. Ogg stated that there is not currently much discussion of the Bill as it is very complicated and does not offer a popular sound byte.  She also stated that she would work with Ms. McQuade and Mr. Hurley on the NAESB talking points.  Mr. Burkes also volunteered to help.  Ms. McQuade asked Mr. Gallagher for assistance on the talking points and he agreed.
Mr. Hurley noted that some of the cyber security issues may be turning to the natural gas industry very soon.  Mr. Griffith stated that INGAA formed a group to review the Bill a week prior and that he will provide a report of the results.  Ms. McQuade suggested that someone contact the AGA and advise the same action.  Mr. Hurley asked if Ms. McQuade had any issues with sharing the talking points with the US Telecom Association.  She stated that she did not.

	Discussion of Senate and House Bills
	Mr. Hurley provided additional detail concerning the Lieberman Bill and noting that the Bill structurally organizes all aspects of national cyber security, both offense and defense, through the National Cyber security Center (NCC) and that all standards will be developed in coordination with NIST.  He state that the Bill offers no funding for compliance and that reliance on foreign software and hardware will be forbidden.  Mr. Burkes asked what the estimated cost will be for compliance and Mr. Hurley responded that it is still undetermined.

	Other Business/Next Meeting and Action Items:
	There were four action items discussed at the meeting:
1) NAESB office to distribute to Lieberman Bill to EC Chairs and Vice Chairs for review
2) Ms. McQuade, Ms. Ogg, Mr. Hurley, Mr. Burkes and Mr. Gallagher to develop talking points describing how NAESB can support the Lieberman Bill and how it affects NAESB.

3) Mr. Hurley to provide a 10 minute overview of the Lieberman Bill for the September Board Strategic Session

4) Mr. Griffith to provide a report of the INGAA review of the Lieberman Bill.

Mr. Burke stated that during the next meeting the participants can discuss the results of the action items and discuss the status of the NISTIR.  Mr. Hurley noted that his company is going to seek approval of NAESB as a PKI certifier.
