A Critical Infrastructure Committee conference call was held on September 8, 2011. The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm C. Mr. Hurley presided over the meeting and Mr. Booe served as counsel for the meeting.  The notes below serve as a record for the meeting.

	Notes from the September 8, 2011 NAESB Board Critical Infrastructure Committee Conference Call

	Administrative:
	Mr. Hurley welcomed the participants to conference call and thanked them for attending.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and called the roll.  Mr. Hurley reviewed the draft agenda and Mr. Gallagher made a motion to adopt the agenda as drafted.  Mr. Gracey seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition.

	Review Recent Legislative Action
	Mr. Hurley provided an update of the recent cyber security related legislative activities. After the August recess, the House of Representatives started efforts to draft a new cyber security bill that will add clarity to the jurisdictional distinctions between the related regulatory authorities but still leaves the supervisory role with the Department of Homeland Security.  The bill is being drafted under the leadership of Representative Dan Lungren of California. Mr. Hurley also noted that the Senate is developing new encryption requirements for customer data.  Mr. Booe asked to which type of customer data the encryption requirement laws would apply.  Mr. Hurley responded that encryption would be required for all Personally Identifiable Information (PII) and could be extended to meter data.  Mr. Hurley stated that the Senate is also drafting legislation that would ensure that RICO charges can be levied against groups such as Anonymous in response to cyber security breaches in the future.  Mr. Gallagher noted that Representative Thornberry of Texas is leading a cyber security task force that is in the process of developing a report on the issue.  Mr. Hurley stated that the cyber security legislation in the Senate has stalled as the Republicans intend to align with the bill coming out of the House.  He also noted a recent attack on a number of certificate authorities in the financial industry.

	Other Business
	Mr. Booe stated that he would contact absent members of the Committee to determine their level of participation going forward.

	Adjourn:
	Ms. Ogg moved to adjourn the meeting at 1:19 pm Central and Mr. Gracey seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
