	· The committee began with a review of the work paper that was revised based on the discussion held during the August 8 meeting.  Every effort was made to avoid overlap between the checklist developed by this committee and the WEQ-012 standards, which will be reviewed by the PKI subcommittee.  This document will be voted on today with the understanding that the subcommittee may make revisions to the standards that will result in future changes to this document.
