	Proposed Scope Statement Review
	Ms. Wright reviewed the proposed Data Privacy Task Force Scope Statement and asked the participants for feedback.  Mr. Precht questioned the necessity of the assumption and asked what purpose it serves.  Ms. Ralls supported Mr. Precht’s question.  Mr. Tabian questioned the inclusion of the term “cost-effective” to describe smart grid-enabled products.  Mr. Reliey recommended including the word “more” to describe cost-effective.  The participants also agreed that the term ensure should be modified to be less restrictive.  Ms. Ralls cautioned that the assumption can be interpreted to imply that third party service providers can provide better services than utilities.  Mr. Ackerman questioned whether the assumption should state that task force will strike a balance innovation and privacy rather than cost and privacy.  The participants supported his recommendation and modified the assumption accordingly.  Ms. Ralls asked if the privacy standards will create requirements for utilities providing information or for third parties that maintain and distribute the information.  Ms. Lunt stated that there is a possibility that it may affect both.  Ms. Lunt stated that she had some suggested language to replace the assumption and provided it to the participants.  Ms. Wright noted the time and recommended that the discussion continue offline and that the task force make a decision during the next meeting on February 24, 2011.  Mr. Booe stated that he would circulate Ms. Lunt’s language on the task force email exploder.
