	Review of Comments Submitted by AEP
	Ms. Rinehart reviewed the comments submitted by AEP with the Task Force participants.  She stated that AEP’s primary concern is with the definitions of Resource Custodian and Third Party and that neither definition has been made clear.  She stated that the distinction between a model business practice and principle has not been made clear and that a scope statement needs to be developed.  Ms. Lunt recommended that a subgroup be formed to address the definitional and scope issues and report back to the Task Force during the next meeting.  Volunteers were accepted for the subgroup.  Mr. Booe stated that Mr. Precht explained that the difference between model business practices and principles is that model business practices are actionable or something that can be directly complied with, while principles are higher level ideals.  The participants agreed to review the revised comments from Office of the Information and Privacy Commissioner of Ontario and the results of the subgroup during the next meeting.
