	Review of Definitions for Resource Custodian and Third Party
	Ms. Zientara the definitions of Third Party and Resource Custodian with the participants and noted that Third Party was intended to be non-restrictive and include any entity other than a Distribution Company.  Ms. Dusman stated that she has the most concerns with Retail Custodian as it does not account for an EMS that collects data directly.  She recommended deleting the term Retail Custodian and using the term Distribution Company in its place.  The participants supported her recommendation.  Ms. Ralls stated that she is concerned that the definition of Distribution Company is not broad enough to encompass non-regulated entities.  Mr. Precht recommended adding some language to the Executive Summary to clarify the definition as it is a business term applying to multiple NAESB standards.  The participants supported his approach.  The participants crafted a more concise definition for the term Third Party – An Entity, other than the Distribution Company and its agents and the Applicable Regulatory Authority, which seeks Smart Meter-Based Information.  The participants also crafted a more concise definition for Smart Meter-based Information – Information from a smart meter associated with an individual Retail Customer, as defined and governed by the Governing Documents and the Applicable Regulatory Authority.  The participants supported the modifications and agreed to discuss them further with the Task Force at the next meeting.

Mr. Precht stated that he would make the definitions available for review by the REQ Glossary Subcommittee.
