QUESTION:  Is the term needed ??

What Entities can be considered Resource Custodians?

· NOTE:  The definition of Entity includes “persons or organization …“.  Therefore, the use of “A person or Entity” is redundant.

· Distribution Company – The most common Entity.  They meter the Retail Customer’s usage and collect and control the data.

· Meter-reading Entity (undefined) – Most jurisdictions provide for a third party to supply meters and read them.  Under most, if not all, of these provisions, the meter data is required to be transferred to the Distribution Company for its uses (Need to be confirmed).

· Jurisdictional Third Party to which the Retail Customer’s data is transferred

QUESTION – Can other defined terms replace Resource Custodian ?

· Yes, all Entities have been defined except meter reading entity.  This can be covered in defining Resource Custodian or starting the MBP with: A Distribution Company, meter reading entity, or Jurisdictional Third Party should …

What are the elements required to define resource Custodian?

· Must include:

Distribution Company

Meter-reading entity

Jurisdictional Third Party

Must be authorized by the Authorized Regulatory Authority to obtain and control the data

What should be the definition?

Resource Custodian:  A Distribution Company, meter reading entity, or Jurisdictional Third Party authorized by the Applicable Regulatory Authority or law to obtain and control the Smart Meter-based Information.

The obligations of the Resource Custodian should be detailed in the Model Business Practices

Other Related Terms and Definitions
Jurisdictional Third Party:  An Entity authorized by the Applicable Regulatory Authority, and which seeks access to Smart Meter-based Information.  NOTE:  Do not need to itemize the reasons the third party wants the data.  The Authorized Regulatory Authority determines what is appropriate when it authorizes the third party.
Smart Meter:  An advanced meter that measures a Retail Customer’s usage and associated information and capable of communicating such data over an electronic network.  NOTE:  Do not need to specify that it is an electric meter – could eventually be a gas meter.  Also, should not specify that the data comes back to the Distribution Company before being released.  Smart Meters will be able to talk to other devices through the Smart Grid.
Smart Meter-based Information:  Retail Customer’s information measured by a Smart Meter as defined by the Governing Documents and the Applicable Regulatory Authority.  NOTE:  Do not need to identify what data is included.  The Applicable Regulatory Authority will do that.
