Oklahoma Bill 1079

“Electric utility” means any person, firm, partnership, corporation, association or cooperative corporation furnishing retail electric service to the public in Oklahoma.  Electric utility shall not mean a municipal corporation or beneficial trust of a municipal corporation
A. An electric utility may provide customer information without customer consent to affiliates and third parties who assist the electric utility in providing services or otherwise carrying out its business objectives as outlined in subsection B of Section 4 of this act.  Prior to the disclosure of any customer information to a third party under this subsection, a responsible representative of the third party shall agree in writing that it will maintain the confidentiality of all customer information and limit the use of customer information to the provision of support services to the electric utility.
California Senate Bill SB1476 that amends the state Public Utilities Code

electrical corporation
A local publicly owned electric utility
If an electrical corporation or gas corporation contracts with a third party for a service that allows a customer to monitor his or her electricity or gas usage, and that third party uses the data for a secondary commercial purpose, the contract between the electrical corporation or gas corporation and the third party shall provide that the third party prominently discloses that secondary commercial purpose to the customer.

Nothing in this section shall preclude an electrical corporation or gas corporation from disclosing a customer's electrical or gas consumption data to a third party for system, grid, or operational needs, or the implementation of demand response, energy management, or energy efficiency programs, provided that, for contracts entered into after January 1, 2011, the utility has required by contract that the third party implement and maintain reasonable security procedures and practices appropriate to the nature of the information, to protect the personal information from unauthorized access, destruction, use, modification, or disclosure, and prohibits the use of the data for a secondary commercial purpose not related to the primary purpose of the contract without the

customer's consent.

Ontario

The Ontario Energy Board’s Affiliate Relationships Code for Electricity Distributors and Transmitters prohibits the release of consumer information (which could include personal information) to a utility’s affiliate without the written consent of the consumer. An affiliate can be, for example, a subsidiary corporation under the utility or the utility’s parent corporation. If there is more than one subsidiary corporation, than those corporations are also each other’s affiliates.
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
