	Review Draft Recommendation
	Ms. Brewer reviewed the draft recommendation as revised by the drafting team prior to the meeting.  Mr. Ackerman stated that EEI would like to propose a modification to the definition of smart meter-based information in an effort to narrow the scope of the recommendation and offered an alternative definition.  Ms. Rinehart stated that she supports the modification proposed by Mr. Ackerman as the current scope of the recommendation is very broad.  Ms. Lunt stated that she understands scope concerns but does not want to overly limit the type of information the standard addresses.  Ms. Wright recommended leaving the proposed language as an alternate definition and returning to it at a later meeting to ensure that the Task Force has enough time to review all of the modifications made by the drafting team.  

Ms. Ralls stated that she has a concern that the standard may be interpreted as a one size fits all solution for all potential adopters and could be enforced on co-ops that can’t afford or truly need to implement the standard.  She noted specifically REQ.22.3.1.2.  She stated that she would like to add a principal or language to the executive summary to clarify the intent of the standard in that manner.  The participants supported her recommendation.
Several participants noted issues with the notice and purpose section of the recommendation regarding the clear and conspicuous nature in which notice is to be provided.  The participants discussed the obligations of the distribution company versus the third party related to the section and recommended that the duties of each be made clear in the section.  Ms. Wright recommended that a separate team meet offline to discuss the section and propose some modifications based upon the discussion at the next meeting.  Mr. Booe accepted volunteers and agreed to organize the call after the meeting. 

	Other Business
	 Ms. Wright noted that during the next meeting the task force will review the remaining state summaries and the results of the notice and purpose group.  She also briefly reviewed the schedule.
