	Discussion:
	· After the January 15 meeting, Mr. Precht combined the work papers that he and Mr. Newcomb submitted.  The group walked through the document page by page to discuss the addition of details.  The modifications to the work paper can be found at the following link:  
· The terms used in the recommendation were discussed at length.  It was agreed that WEQ definitions would be used whenever possible.  The term “model business practice” replaced the term “standards” in the definition of Demand Response.  

· Mr. Precht noted that the document should be drafted using commodity neutral language.  While this recommendation was being drafted for the Retail Electric Quadrant it was possible that it could be used as a template for the Retail Gas Quadrant in the future. 
· Mr. Precht explained the purpose of the Retail Glossary Subcommittee. As standards are drafted in a retail subcommittee, terms to be defined are identified and the Glossary Subcommittee ensures the terminology used in the definitions is clear and concise, and do not conflict with definitions that have already been ratified.  Once the Retail DSM work group has identified the terms to be defined, the work group will work with Ms. Edwards from the Retail Glossary subcommittee.  

· Ms. Hindes asked if a curtailment service provider would be included in the definition of Program Administrator.  Mr. Newcomb answered that if a curtailment service provider is not precluded, the work group should ensure there is a greater level of specificity in the sections of the recommendation that would discuss the level of flexibility given to the Program Administrator. Ms. Hindes asked if independent aggregators would be included if DR providers, such as curtailment service providers, were not.  She suggested eliminating both in an effort to make the standards more restrictive to those under a regulated authority. Mr. Newcomb noted that this issue was discussed during the drafting of the wholesale DR recommendation.  The purpose of the standards was to create transparency.  He did not want to preclude independent aggregators and DR providers as they would have to follow the model business practices.  Mr. Precht suggested including DR providers and defining what they can and cannot do.  Mr. Newcomb said that developing the specificity of what a Program Administer can and cannot do may create a dilemma. Mr. Precht suggested drafting a tentative definition for DR Provider to include in the definition of Program Administrator.  As the work group reviews the recommendation they can determine whether or not the definition for DR Provider is appropriate.  After further discussion the group agreed to not make any changes to the definitions but rather discuss the issue of who is included in the definition of Program Administrator as the recommendation is reviewed.    

· The group discussed capacity programs.  Mr. Neenan noted that EPRI created a power point presentation that may help guide this discussion.  The group agreed to review Mr. Neenan’s presentation and discuss it at the next work group meeting.  

· While reviewing the performance methodology section of the recommendation Mr. Newcomb stated that the wholesale standards were high level and while the retail work group did not want to create standards that were too proscriptive they did want more detail than the wholesale recommendation provided.  Mr. Precht noted that the definition for meter before/meter after was vague and the definitions for baseline type 1 and baseline type 2 were confusing and suggested changing them. Mr. Grimm stated that he would provide information from Midwest ISO at the next meeting regarding the five performance methodologies.  

· The group noted that the Baseline diagram on page 11 of the draft recommendation would need to be modified to relate to non-dispatchable programs.  Mr. Neenan volunteered to work on this item.  
· Mr. Precht noted that terms that were highlighted in yellow were terms that had been ratified and were currently used in other standards.  The group made changes to the Baseline definition.    
· The group agreed to focus on the business practice requirements at the next meeting.  Mr. Precht noted that he added information to that section based on the discussions that were held during the meeting in Baltimore on November 12-13, 2008.  Mr. Grimm volunteered to provide a work paper for this section at the next meeting.
