	Discussion:
	· Mr. Grimm reviewed the document he had posted for this meeting regarding the Baseline Type I and Baseline Type II methodologies.  The two methodologies were combined with the understanding that they may be separated out at a later date if the work group deems it necessary.
· Mr. Breidenbaugh presented his work paper.  It was submitted in an effort to create more detailed retail DR standards. 

· The work group discussed the proper name for the entity that will make program decisions.  Mr. Newcomb noted that more granular standards will allow for more flexibility on who will make program decisions but less flexible standards will require a more clearly defined decision maker.  

· Mr. Precht discussed the reassignment of the efforts related to DSM-ee to be solely wholesale and retail electric.  As the recommendation is created it will be drafted in a commodity neutral manner to allow for future inclusion of the retail gas industry.  This issue will be discussed at the March NAESB Board of Directors meeting.
· Mr. Breidenbaugh refined the definition of Maximum Base Load.  He suggested the word “not exceed” be used in place of “reduce to.”  The work group agreed with that change.  In the the term Baseline Information, “demand reduction” was replaced with “maximum demand” and the rest of the sentence after those words was struck. 
· The work group reviewed the Provision of DR Products section of the recommendation.  In reference to RXQ 13.3.1.3, Mr. Breidenbaugh noted that the requirements will need to be clearly specified.  He was not sure if the language should be inserted in the standard or captured in a general statement prior to the standard. Mr. Precht noted a difference between wholesale and retail in this situation.  On the wholesale side, the System Operator specifies the appropriate reaction to situations. On the retail side, the decision maker can either be the System Administrator or the governing documents, depending on the situation.  Ms. Gussow noted that during the drafting of the wholesale recommendation it was determined that circumstances around when a program is activated would not be included as it is not part of M&V and the standards focus narrowly on M&V.  Mr. Grimm appreciated Mr. Breidenbaugh’s perspective and asked that he make suggestions to better accommodate his concerns.  The changes offered by Mr. Breidenbaugh were incorporated into the recommendation.
· The group next reviewed the Direct Load Control Programs section of the recommendation.  Mr. Precht has been working on this section and will provide his work in a future meeting.

· It was agreed that at the next retail work group meeting, the work group will work a program through the wholesale and retail recommendations.
