Below is my version of the baseline Performance Evaluation techniques described in the Performance Evaluation Methodology section of the Business Practices for Measurement and Verification of Demand Response Programs in the Electric Retail Market.
Old

Baseline Type-I: A Baseline performance evaluation methodology based on a Demand Resource’s historical interval meter data which may also include other variables such as weather and calendar data.
Baseline Type-II: A Baseline performance evaluation methodology that uses statistical sampling to estimate the electricity consumption of an Aggregated Demand Resource where interval metering is not available on the entire population.

New

Baseline: A performance evaluation methodology that calculates the amount of energy a customer would have consumed absent a request to reduce during a demand response event using:
· A customers historical interval meter data which may also include other variables such as weather and calendar data, or 
· An estimate of the amount of energy reduction for a population using statistical sampling techniques to represent that population.
