	Discussion:
	· Mr. Tillett began the meeting with a review of the background information on his request, which began when he worked with DR aggregators who were having difficulty enrolling DR site efficiently.  Most of the processes were similar, but had required steps that varied.  He thought it would be helpful if enrollment had more structure.  He understood there would not be just one enrollment process, but hoped to create processes for the most common types of sites to ease enrollment.  

· Mr. Precht noted the importance of the DR Customer being involved in the development of the model business practices.  He noted that to enroll in a Distribution Company program is as simple as a phone call because the Distribution Company should already have all the required information.    
· The group reviewed Mr. Miyaji’s power point presentation on DR enrollment.  Mr. Precht asked Mr. Tillett if Mr. Miyaji’s flow chart could be used as a starting point for the development of the model business practices he requested.  Mr. Tillett agreed.  He noted that the power point was at a higher level than he hoped to see in the model business practices, which would be helpful to add structure to the process.  
· For the next meeting, Mr. Precht will begin to create the process flows and Mr. Miyaji and Mr. Tillett will send names of people to get involved in this development to Ms. Cummings.  At the next meeting, participants will review potential glossary terms, including the definition of Aggregator.
