	Discussion:
	· The Retail Standard Outline was reviewed by meeting participants to familiarize them with the work group’s ongoing efforts.  It was agreed that the goal for today’s conference call would be to evaluate the non-dispatchable programs.  The goal was to present a draft of the recommendation at the May DSM-EE subcommittee meeting, request informal comments in June and present the draft recommendation for a vote at the subcommittee at the July meeting.  
· Graphics were added for both Maximum Base load and Meter Before/After.  Baseline I and II were combined into one Baseline.

· The group reviewed the Performance Methodology spreadsheet for non-dispatchable programs.  Mr. Grimm noted that the AEIC white paper has been reviewed.  He noted that there was a graphic on page 5 of the white paper that shows what AEIC believes to be the comparison between dispatch and non-dispatch.  Mr. Neenan suggested the work group go through the products offered to determine if they lend themselves to certain types of measurement and verification.  Mr. Newcomb suggested that the recommendation create the details of the programs and leave the Program Administrator to determine which program to use.  Mr. Wattles noted that the wholesale standards were purposely created to be high level because they wanted to include all programs without having to re-write the requirements.  The System Operator is given leeway because there are so many different criteria for every program.  Mr. Newcomb noted that it would be acceptable to create a standard that allows the Program Administrator to pick the program that best fits.  
· The group reviewed the Performance Method Applicability chart and discussed whether or not it should be included in the recommendation.  Mr. Grimm expressed concern that removal of the chart would remove the additional detail that the wholesale work group will be addressing in their phase 2 efforts.  The group ultimately agreed to remove the chart as it was too broad.  To be an effective chart all programs would have to be examined, which would be overly burdensome.
· Baseline Type I and Baseline Type II were combined in the retail recommendation for easier reader comprehension.  Mr. Wattles noted that the ISO/RTOs were working on a matrix which will be used to satisfy the request for examples of the wholesale standards.  In the retail recommendation, baseline will cover both interval metering and statistical sampling.  

· The group reviewed the business practice requirements for non-dispatchable programs. Mr. Grimm volunteered to review the Baseline section of the document and Mr. Newcomb will also ask for volunteers to review Baseline for next week’s discussion.
