	Discussion:
	· The work group began with a discussion on aggregators.  Participants agreed there were many ways that groups could be called aggregators, and this work group should narrow down the definition.  This would be discussed further at the next Retail DR meeting.

· At the last Retail DR meeting, Mr. Miyaji presented Comverge’s enrollment process.  Based on that process, Mr. Precht created a flow diagram to map out the enrollment process to be used in the model business practices.  After a review, Mr. Tillett approved of the diagram.  He noted the challenge would be to take diverse programs and distill them into a common, usable flow that standards could be built around.  
· The work group revised the flow diagram to incorporate the role that the engineering company plays in the enrollment process.  Several other changes were made throughout the flow diagrams that Mr. Precht agreed to incorporate into the revised diagram.  He will transfer the flows into a power point presentation to be posted for the next Retail DR meeting.
