	Discussion:
	· The retail work group meeting began at 9:45 am Central, following the Retail Glossary subcommittee meeting to discuss the Demand Response definitions.
· The work group began the review of the Retail DR draft recommendation on page 17, the Model Business Practices.  There are five general sections,

1) General Characteristics
2) Telemetry

3) After-the-Fact

4) Statistical Sampling

5) Performance Evaluation

· Ms. Johnson reviewed the statistical sampling section and suggested a reference to the AEIC manual to prevent an overly voluminous section in the standards.  This was agreed upon by the group. Ms. Johnson will provide language to be included in the statistical sampling section and Mr. Precht will incorporate that into the draft recommendation for review at the next meeting.
· General Characteristics:  The work group discussed whether or not to delete the three italicized model business practices.  Mr. Wattles stated that if they were included to amplify advanced notification, he would suggest deleting them because it would not be possible to capture all the nuances of advanced notification in the model business practices (MBP).  
· A new 13.3.1.1 was created to make all provisions consistent with the governing documents to avoid having to reference them in all MBPs; the other MBPs were re-numbered.

· The group reviewed the two options for 13.3.1.2.  The first option was deleted and reference to the governing documents was incorporated into the MBP that was chosen.
· The group reviewed 13.3.1.3 and removed the reference to advanced notification.  Minor changes were made to 13.3.1.4 and 13.3.1.6.

· Model business practice 13.3.1.8 was moved to the Performance Evaluation section and 13.3.1.9 and 13.3.1.10 were deleted.  The wording in 13.3.1.10 that related to customer confidentiality was moved to the Principles section.

· The group discussed whether or not to delete the section on Telemetry.  Mr. Precht noted that if the section is deleted, after-the-fact metering may need to be changed to measurement of load and a new MBP would have to state that measurement can be by after-the-fact metering or telemetry because it needs to be identified as a way of measuring usage and load. 

· It was noted that the WEQ struggled to maintain the discussion on measurement and verification and not program design, which is something the retail work group needs to keep in mind as these model business practices are reviewed.
