	· The meeting began with a review of Mr. Precht’s edits to REQ 13.3.3 Statistical Sampling document.  The work group agreed to include the cites listed in the document.  In discussing the accuracy percentage in REQ.13.3.3.3 the group noticed a discrepancy between the ISO-New England Manual (80%) and the PJM Manual (90%) and the question arose as to the level of specificity that should be included in the model business practices.  Mr. Grimm suggested changing the wording so rather than having specific requirements to be met, it would be worded to read that the specifications set forth by the program administer have to be met.  Mr. Winkler noted that if the model business practices include a set value it will be harder to criticize the standards for lack of specificity.  Mr. Grimm was concerned with including a specific number that cannot be met.  After further discussion Mr. Grimm agreed to develop language for this section of the recommendation.
