	Discussion:
	· The work group began with a discussion of definitions.  At the last work group conference call, participants discussed whether to use the term Third Party Aggregator or Energy Service Provider.  A definition was not readily available for either term.  The group determined that the term Demand Response Service Provider was a potential alternative; it was defined on the PGE website.  More research will be done on this definition.
· Next, the group discussed whether to use Third Party Authorization or Authorization.  NAESB has an approved definition for Authorization which could work for these model business practices.  

· Next, the work group reviewed the process flows that were discussed at the last work group meeting.  Mr. Precht agreed to review the Principles from the Data Privacy recommendation to determine if they could also apply to these model business practices.  

· Based on the process flows, the work group began to draft the model business practices into the recommendation provided by Mr. Precht.  The definitions included in the recommendation have all been ratified through the NAESB process.
