· Discuss the work that has been completed to date by the Smart Grid Task Force on enrollment programs for demand response and determine if it can be incorporated into the work being completed by this work group for R10002 (develop new standards to create common interfaces and data structures necessary for enrolling demand response sites into a demand response program)

	Discussion:
	· The meeting began with Mr. Tillett providing background information on his request, which began when he worked with DR aggregators who were having difficulty enrolling sites.  
· Mr. Precht suggested an initial focus on large industrial customer, followed by mass markets.  Mr. Tillett agreed with picking a starting point.  He reviewed the flow diagram in his request.  Mr. Miyaji noted that Comverge would be presenting a higher level process than was in Mr. Tillett’s request at the next Retail DR work group meeting.  

· Mr. Grimm asked what work was necessary to do if Mr. Tillett created an enrollment process and Comverge and EnerNOC both had enrollment processes.  Mr. Tillett stated that his purpose was to standardize the enrollment process in order to better manage the process.  Many of the steps are currently not electronic, which can complicate the enrollment process because multiple participants need to communicate with each other.  

· Mr. Precht equated this request with the Customer Choice model business practices developed by NAESB.  Many utilities had programs in place, which needed to be standardized.  The granularity was added over time.  The model business practices also show new participants how to properly enroll their customers.  It will also benefit those enrolling customers in multiple utilities.  

· Three main issues arose from the meeting, 1) is there a need for the standards?, 2) should wholesale programs also be enrolled?, 3) is this a mass market or large customer issue?

· Meeting participants agreed to listen to Comverge’s presentation on August 11.  The Executive Committees are meeting the following week.  If, after the presentation, there is still concern that these standards are not necessary, those issues can be addressed to the EC.

· Next, Mr. Precht presented the draft recommendation outline.
