	Discussion:
	· Mr. Tillett, the original requestor, stated that he reviewed the documents presented at the last retail demand response meeting and found both the PAP09 and Comverge’s document to be useful in the model business practice development process.  
· Mr. Precht asked the work group if the Retail PAP09 document provided the basis to make modifications to fulfill the request.  Mr. Tillett responded that the document contained many well defined elements.  Given the diversity of the industry, many perspectives should be incorporated into the recommendation.  Mr. Winkler suggested that the work group review the Retail PAP09 document and use gap analysis to determine if the PAP09 document is a good starting point for the model business practices.  He noted that the PAP recommendations were not typical model business practices.  Mr. Precht agreed that it was not necessary to perform work that had already been completed.  He also suggested that the Comverge document be reviewed along with the PAP09 document.  
· Mr. Winkler stated that the many DR programs currently available differ widely.  He suggested that rather than define one process, the work group should classify the types of DR programs and standardize them accordingly.  He also noted that there would be tension about standardizing enrollment and suggested narrowing the scope to the enrollment of physical assets.  He suggested looking at the minimum elements that are required for enrollment.
· The work group ultimately agreed that the Retail PAP09 document could not be used as the model business practice, but rather as a starting point in the standards development process.  

· Mr. Precht and Mr. Tillett agreed to work together offline to review NAESB’s Customer Enrollment model business practices and process flows.
