	Discussion:
	· Mr. Precht and Mr. Tillett worked offline prior to this meeting to develop the customer enrollment for DR programs work paper for today’s meeting.  The work paper is based on the customer enrollment model business practices that currently exist at NAESB.  
· Ms. Klos asked if direct load control would fit into the work product.  Mr. Precht answered that the work group would first look at INC programs and direct load control programs would be discussed at a later date.
· The second work paper included a list of data required for DR enrollment.

· The work group discussed where the enrollment process began, with the customer, the distribution company, or both.  Mr. Winkler stated he was inclined to define the data elements, rather than the process.  Ms. Nathan noted that this was discussed and it was decided that there were so many process elements that it would be difficult to map out a process that could be adopted by everyone.  Mr. Precht agreed that the intent of the model business practices was to avoid program design.  
· Mr. Winkler reviewed a power point presentation on wholesale registration.
· Mr. Precht asked for a volunteer to develop a matrix of the retail and wholesale process.  Ms. Klos offered to help develop the matrix.  Mr. Grimm and Mr. Winkler offered to help supply her with information from the wholesale perspective.
