	· In announcing the call, Mr. Newcomb noted that the following should be discussed: (1) Reviewing the outline prepared by Mr. Precht to begin to draft a model business practice for the AC program used to develop the M&V process flow, (2) Reviewing the existing examples of retail DR programs and collaborate on major headings for the model business practices, (3) Begin to draft content for examples discussed, (4) Analyze a non-sampled control program for parsing into the template, and (5) Discuss how future work will be divided.
· The group reviewed the list of action items from the August 22 meeting.  More time was necessary for Mr. Johnson, Ms. Hindes and Mr. Williamson to review the existing retail DR programs to fold into the template standards language.  
· Mr. Grimm reviewed the paper presented at the September 8 Midwest ISO conference on Slope Averaging Methodology, using the slope difference between hours to develop a baseline methodology, which may be beneficial for some customers.  A second paper on Evaluating Baseline for Demand Response Programs was presented by Mr. Grimm at AEIC in February.  The papers give information on the baselines currently available.   Mr. Grimm will provide both papers for review.
