	Discussion:
	· Mr. Precht reviewed the action items from the September 21 Retail DR work group meeting.  Mr. Grimm and Eric Winkler were going to supply information regarding wholesale enrollment to Mary Klos.  Mr. Grimm stated that he was working with Midwest ISO to get permission to use the DR tool that was developed for enrollment.  

· Ms. Pratt reviewed the wholesale PAP 09 phase 2 recommendation, as well as the master data elements list which identified which recommendation listed the element.  Next, the work group reviewed the WEQ PAP 09 recommendation, in particular Figure 1 and the Enrollment & Qualification swim lanes and corresponding matrix.  Ms. Pratt noted that the REQ PAP 09 recommendation created use cases but did not go into the same amount of detail as the wholesale recommendation.  The three documents will be voted out of the Smart Grid subcommittee this week and will be voted on by the WEQ and REQ Executive Committees following a 30 day formal comment period.  

· Mr. Precht asked participants if the three documents presented by Ms. Pratt satisfied the request.  All those on the conference call agreed that they did.  Mr. Precht will contact James Tillett, the original requestor, to determine if they satisfy his concerns.  He previously reviewed the phase 1 documents and did not feel they went far enough, but the added detail in the phase 2 documents may address those concerns.  If Mr. Tillett is satisfied with the phase 2 documents, Mr. Precht will draft a recommendation stating that the three PAP 09 documents satisfy the request.  The work group will wait until the PAP 09 documents have been adopted by the Executive Committees before it is voted out by the DSM-EE subcommittee.
