Demand Response Enrollment – List of Basic Items
The following is a listing of the basic items I heard during the September 21, 2010 conference call involved in the Demand Response Enrollment process.  I have also included some thoughts I had on the items.
There are 4 Market Participants / Actors involved in the process:

· Retail Customer

· Distribution Company – Needed to separate to identify that the Aggregator needs to obtain data from the Distribution Company.
· Demand Response Provider / Aggregator / Curtailment Service Provider (CSP) – Is Demand Response Provider the correct name?  Isn’t the Distribution Company also a Demand Response Provider?  Do we need another name to distinguish between the two Entities?
· RTO/ISO (Organized Market) – Is there another name we can use?

In addition, what about:

· Equipment provider / installer?

· Unorganized Markets

A Market Participant must first Enroll with the RTO/ISO before they can Enroll Retail Customers (the assumption is that Distribution Companies are already Enrolled with the RTO/ISO)
There are 4 major areas in the Enrollment process:

· Registration – Distribution Companies and/or other Demand Resource Provider submits required data

· Validation / Verification – The data is checked to ensure that the application is not double counted.  This basically entails checking the Service address and meter ID.
· Auditing / Testing – This is a check to ensure that the Demand Resource is real and can be relied upon.

· Acceptance / Confirmation – Notice that Enrollment is final

There are 4 levels of Demand Resources:
Demand Resource

Demand Asset

Facilities

Measures

Definitions are needed for these.
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
