At the October 3, 2008 DSM-EE meeting the RTO/ISO group presented their proposed M&V standard. That standard is now out for comment and will likely be voted on at the December 2, 2008 DSM-EE work group meeting in Birmingham. There was some discussion at the meeting about how the retail group should proceed. The RTO standard was presented more as a framework for doing M&V and does not delve into as much detail as retail had initially planned.  On October 10 the Retail DSM-EE working group 2 held a conference call to discuss whether or not the wholesale approach to standards could be applied to the retail work.  It was agreed that a face-to-face meeting with conference call capabilities would be scheduled to begin drafting retail standards that aligned with the framework model utilized by the wholesale group.
