	Discussion:
	· Mr. Newcomb welcomed meeting participants and provided a review of the discussion on DSM at the NAESB monthly update call.  Mr. Pickles provided a review of the retail work group meeting in Baltimore that was held in mid-November.  During that meeting it was agreed that the structure of the wholesale draft recommendation could apply to the retail draft recommendation but it may be necessary to add additional details to the retail recommendation.  
· Mr. Precht continues to work on his work paper, Measurement & Verification for Demand Response Programs.  He has used the Program Categories work paper created by Mr. Newcomb, the retail M&V matrix and the wholesale draft recommendation as guides.  As with the wholesale draft recommendation, there will be areas of the standards where the details will be specified in a governing document and other areas where the details will be specified in the standards.  Mr. Precht will also work to ensure the standards are written in a format consistent with other retail standards development efforts.  
· Mr. Precht was also working on creating a document of glossary terms based on the terms in the wholesale draft recommendation.  Once that document is complete he and Ms. Edwards will review the terms to determine which could also apply to the retail efforts.  Mr. Winkler recognized that the criteria and technical standards would vary between the wholesale and retail standards but encouraged using the same terms and language in both.

· The group agreed that they will not continue to fill out the retail M&V matrix that was created in Baltimore.  Rather, they will work through the Measurement and Verification for Demand Response Programs work paper to create a draft of the retail recommendation.  The matrix will be utilized if questions are raised regarding a particular program.

	Next Steps and Assignments:
	· Mr. Precht will continue modifying the Measurement and Verification for Demand Response Programs work paper.  When his draft is complete he  will circulate the document among meeting participants.  Mr. Grimm, Mr. Allen, Mr. Newcomb, Ms. Hindes and Mr. Johnson have all volunteered to review Mr. Precht’s work paper prior to the next retail work group meeting.  
· Mr. Precht and Ms. Edwards will review the wholesale draft recommendation glossary terms to ensure consistency between the two work products.
