NAESB UPDATE MEETING NOTES
Dec 10, 2008

Following the presentation of RTO standard a suggestion was made that the retail group get together for a 2 day work session

Before the work session there was a conference call to discuss the agenda for the meeting:

Review the proposed RTO standard


Review the proposed classifications for product types


Decide on best approach for finishing the retail standard

The meeting was scheduled for Nov. 12 and 13 in Baltimore

Issues
· Should the retail standard be more prescriptive – would give less flexibility in meeting the standard – good when the impact on the market is well understood

· Should standard be high level – goal would be more transparency which is achieved by linking in some type of reporting. More specificity could be added in the future as the market demands. 

Three options


The RTO proposal applies to retail with some wording changes


The RTO proposal applies to retail but needs more detail

The retail standard needs to be more prescriptive and take a different approach

Consensus was that the RTO standard can serve as a guide to the retail standard but that the group should explore what is necessary to add additional detail in some areas

To accomplish this, a matrix of potential characteristics for each program classification was developed and the group discussed the level of detail required. Looked at a switch control program and a guaranteed load drop program. Issue of customer baseline and gaming came up. Exercise demonstrated that reviewing each product category will be a lengthy exercise. 

Also the measurement type in the RTO standard is not applicable to the retail standard and needs some work

We need to continue the work sessions in to early 2009.
Next meeting scheduled for Monday Dec 15th
My plan is to try to put some more time into suggestions for a draft retail standard. Will help Phil come up with a first draft.
