	Discussion:
	· Mr. Winkler reviewed the work paper submitted by the wholesale glossary task force comparing the retail and wholesale demand response terms.  The task force improved the presentation of the glossary, and addressed definitional confusion.  The work paper shows the original wholesale and retail definitions as well as any changes the task force made to the wholesale terms.  The task force will create a revised glossary in the format of the current standards so that participants can see a true redlined version prior to their vote on the glossary.  
·  Mr. Precht noted that after the wholesale finishes their review of the glossary the retail work group will make conforming changes where appropriate.  Mr. Winkler suggested a joint meeting to discuss the continued differences in the glossaries before the wholesale glossary is voted on.  
· Mr. Winkler reviewed the terms in the work paper.  He noted where the retail and wholesale terms differed and terms that are defined in retail but not in wholesale were reserved for future additions, if necessary.  
· Mr. Westendorf asked about the difference between dispatchable and non-dispatchable programs.  Mr. Winkler stated that the wholesale work product did not use the terms but the task force was open to defining the terms if others felt it was necessary.  He also noted that while the terms were defined by the retail work group, they were not used in the standards.  
· The task force struggled between the terms Energy Service and Capacity.  They were hoping the wholesale work group could provide guidance and insight on these definitions.  It was agreed that this would be discussed offline with the glossary task force, Ms. Pieniazek and Ms. Futoryan.  Once they have had a chance to meet, a new work paper will be posted and discussed at the next wholesale work group meeting.
