	Discussion:
	· Ms. McQuade welcomed meeting participants in the room and on the phone to the new WEQ work group and introduced the chairs, Mr. Breidenbaugh from EnerNOC and Mr. Winkler from ISO New England.  The purpose of this work group is to develop more detailed technical standards in the ISO-RTO footprint.  The group acknowledged that the creation of more detailed standards could result in the need for an ISO to make changes in order to stay in compliance.  Mr. Winkler noted that the ISOs spent time developing the basis for the standards and considered the next steps, and specifically their role in those steps.  They concluded that it would be most beneficial to allow the stakeholders to have an opportunity to explore the best practices.  He suggested reviewing the standards one by one to determine if an actual number can be stated for each of them.  He hoped to avoid program design in the standards and instead focus on the measurement and verification aspect.  
· Mr. Wattles noted that in a few weeks the IRC matrix will be published; it includes every ISO/RTO demand response program and all M&V data points.  The language in the matrix is tied back to the NAESB standards.  
· Mr. Breidenbaugh noted that ISOs can request a waiver and standards that require all ISOs to request waivers should not be written.  His goal was transparency, accountability and consistency in the standards, as well as the development of best practices in common standards.  
· Mr. Winkler and Mr. Breidenbaugh asked Mr. Hughes of ELCON if any of ELCON’s members would be willing to participate in these efforts.  Mr. Hughes noted that many of their members have limited travel and that a minority of members are interested in participating but are skeptical of the value they will receive from their efforts.  Mr. Miyaji of Comverge stated that he was willing to participate in these development efforts.  Mr. Breidenbaugh noted that more participants would create a better product.  The ISOs will communicate these efforts to stakeholders in an effort to encourage participation.
· In discussing program design and M&V, Mr. Breidenbaugh noted that this is an ongoing discussion and there may be disagreement as to what participants think is program design.  Mr. Winkler stated that the entire document is worthy of discussing.  He also noted that questions about what was underlying the ISOs decisions in the creation of the first recommendation will be answered with the matrix.  Mr. Breidenbaugh suggested that when more participants are involved, the group will review the documents and identify the items that should be reviewed further.  

· Mr. Winkler asked about the creation of a technical implementation guide.  Ms. McQuade responded that they are NAESB developed guides that puts the standards into context and demonstrate how the standards are to be used.  They do not necessarily give more detail but rather they explain how the standards work.  She noted that the NAESB e-Tariff standards would not have been as successful without the guide.  Mr. Breidenbaugh suggested that the work group develop the standards before the implementation guide is created.
