	Discussion:
	· Mr. Breidenbaugh opened the meeting and welcome participants.  He noted that in the previous work group meeting the ISO/RTO group indicated that the IRC would take a step back and play a secondary role to market participants in this development of more detailed technical standards.  Mr. Winkler agreed.  
· The current objective of the work group is to get market participants to review the adopted standards and determine where more detailed standards are merited.  Mr. Winkler stated that there are two options in the creation of greater detail, 1) in the numerous locations where the System Operator may specify, some participants believe that there is a quantitative number where more detail can be added, and 2) in the definition, there can be further clarity rather than a numerical component to add further detail.  
· The group discussed the performance methodologies for certain product types.  Mr. Winkler cautioned the group to avoid program design.  Mr. Breidenbaugh noted that many comments and changes with respect to greater specificity will be program design changes and the end result will most likely contain program design impacts. 
· For the next meeting, the group will review the standards in context with the matrix to determine which sections are ripe for more detail.
