	Discussion:
	Mr. Breidenbaugh presented a power point presentation on EnerNOC’s analysis of baseline methodologies.  EnerNOC developed the presentation because they were concerned that the phase 2 efforts did not delve into the right level of detail.  They undertook a literature survey of publicly available documents.  He noted that the data suggests a need for a similar type of analysis to be conducted by unbiased, independent third parties who have access to the data.  He recognized that many parties would not trust the results from a single market participant.  He stated that it was his hope that this work would stimulate additional analysis.  

Ms. Pratt noted the NYISO undertook an analysis of a variety of baseline methods and performance evaluation methodologies to use and presented their initial findings to market participants.  They have not finished their analysis and have not drawn any conclusions yet but continue to explore other alternatives before presenting a final set of findings.  She noted that materials on this analysis are available on the NYISO website.   She asked Mr. Breidenbaugh about the types of changes he planned on proposing.  He responded that the purpose of his presentation and proposed changes would be to uncover a list of best practices and to get those with the resources available to opine on them.
