	Discussion:
	· Mr. Winkler opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. True reviewed the task force recommendation.  The first recommendation directed the subcommittee to review the Business Practices for Measurement and Verification of Wholesale Electricity Demand Response (the Phase I standards) and identify standards that could be enhanced.  The second recommendation was for the subcommittee to investigate and develop additional information specific to performance evaluation type and associated service type.  A third recommendation to install new leadership was deleted when Mr. Breidenbaugh and Mr. Winkler stepped down as co-chairs and Mr. True offered to chair the work group.  Mr. True asked for any interested participants to volunteer to co-chair the group.  
· Ms. Pratt expressed concern about the wording of the additional observations about FERC staff’s expectations from the M&V standards.  Mr. Winkler stated that the language in the additional observations was discussed at the EC meeting, with FERC staff present, and changes were made to the language at that time to reflect FERC staff’s intent.  He also noted that the language was not binding on the work group, but rather was commentary.  Mr. Breidenbaugh added that subsequent to the EC approving the task force recommendation, he proposed a new item to be added to the 2010 annual plan based on language from the FERC strategic plan.  The Board discussed this language extensively and it was ultimately rejected in part because the EC had not had an opportunity to address it.
· Mr. Winkler noted that the next step for the work group was to respond by implementing the recommendations.  Mr. Breidenbaugh suggested the work group create an informal deadline to present its work product to the subcommittee.  Both Mr. Winkler and Mr. Breidenbaugh agreed that up to this point in the process, the work group has talked more than worked on accomplishing its tasks.  They suggested that participants of the task force divide the work in order to address it offline.  The work group created the following groups in order to accomplish their work and the following participants volunteered:

· Glossary efforts:  Eric Winkler, Cliff Grimm

· Performance Evaluation Methodology efforts (these efforts will address the second recommendation of the task force):  Donna Pratt, Marie Pieniazek, Aaron Breidenbaugh
· Business Practice efforts (this group will review the business practices to identify the areas where greater details can be created): Aaron Breidenbaugh, Roy True, Marie Pieniazek, Donna Pratt
· The work group created a timeline to complete its work by the end of the second quarter, 2010 to present to the DSM-EE subcommittee at its third quarter, 2010 meeting.  Mr. Breidenbaugh moved to adopt this schedule and Mr. Grimm seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
· In order to allow the three above groups to accomplish their work, the wholesale demand response work group will begin meeting monthly and the purpose of the conference calls will be to review the work product and vote on potential changes to the standards.
