	Discussion:
	· Ms. Cummings provided an overview of the NAESB process.  The goal of this work group is to create a work product to be considered and voted on by the DSM-EE subcommittee.  Mr. Winkler noted that it would be appropriate for the retail and wholesale work groups to split up their work.  The work groups can meet offline to develop the work product they will present to the full energy efficiency work group prior to it being forwarded on to the full DSM-EE subcommittee.
· The work group reviewed the scoping document for annual plan item 4(g) – energy efficiency.  Mr. Winkler noted that this group’s purpose would be similar to that of the wholesale and retail demand response work groups.  The purpose is to put pen to paper and develop the scope and create outlines in order to produce the work product.  A question arose regarding whether or not the scope would be limited to just technical methodology, or can it include regulatory practices that include incentives?  Mr. Winkler answered that there was significant discussion on this issue and it was decided that the focus would be on the technical aspects of measuring reductions from EE measures.  Program performance is not in scope.  He added that anyone can request for NAESB to establish additional standards.
· Another question arose regarding the potential of other standards out there that currently address this topic.  Are the NAESB standards intended to supersede the standards developed at ISO New England?  Mr. Winkler stated that the wholesale standards created by NAESB are filed with the FERC and, if adopted, any company within FERC’s jurisdiction will be required to follow them.  In so far as the wholesale industry wants standards on EE reductions, they can decide to develop these standards and support them through the FERC process.  NAESB’s retail standards are voluntary unless a local regulatory authority adopts them on their own volition.  Mr. Precht added that, in retail, a distribution company can elect to adopt the standards even though the state commission has not.
· Next, participants discussed how to approach drafting the standards.  Mr. Winkler noted that International Performance Measurement and Verification Protocol (IPMVP) guide for M&V and the California guide for M&V were both used in the creation of the ISO NE’s standards.  Mr. Warren suggested using existing protocols as a starting point.  
· The wholesale and retail work groups will meet offline to begin the development of their work product.  The wholesale work group will use the ISO New England and PJM EE manuals to help guide the development of the NAESB standards.  The retail work group will determine the scope of their work product, specifically whether or not it will include evaluation and net-to-gross ratio.  They will also determine if there is an existing protocol to use as a guide for standards development.  Mr. Winkler noted the importance of wholesale and retail to coordinate in order to ensure consistency as the two sets of standards are developed.
