	Discussion:
	· Since the last meeting, Mr. Precht formatted the Retail Energy Efficiency recommendation, removed the glossary terms that were not currently used in the recommendation and placed them in a separate document, and created a list of threshold questions for the work group to discuss.  
· The work group began the meeting with a discussion on glossary terms.  In an email circulated prior to the meeting, Ms. Michals proposed a definition for Evaluation.  Mr. Precht noted that a definition currently exists, but does not lend itself to the work product and may have to change in the future.  Currently, no definition exists for Evaluation, Measurement and Verification (EM&V) and one should be developed in the future.  Mr. Precht noted that different definitions are currently used throughout the industry and the purpose of the NAESB glossary is to standardize those terms.  It is up to the industry to determine the definitions that will be adopted by NAESB.  

· Ms. Nevius noted that the Consortium on Energy Efficiency (CEE) was developing principles which were similar to the principles being developed in this work group.  The CEE principles were more detailed and organized by topic.  CEE was interested in sharing them with the work group as soon as development was completed, sometime in mid to late March.

· Next, the work group discussed Evaluation versus EM&V versus Impact Evaluation and whether or not all three terms were referring to the same thing.  Mr. Schiller stated that they were not the same and the recommendation focused on Impact Evaluation.  Mr. Precht suggested a paragraph be drafted to describe the hierarchy between the terms.
· Next, the work group reviewed the three documents discussed in the recommendation: the framework (a high level document), the portfolio plan (which answers big picture questions) and the activity plan (more detailed).  Ms. Frisch suggested a Department of Energy guide on managing impact evaluations as a tool.
· The following tasks were assigned during the meeting:

· Mr. Loper will compare the current principles and make suggestions for improvement/clarity

· Ms. Frisch will send the documents on managing impact evaluations to Ms. Cummings for distribution.

· The work group will continue to work to differentiate between EM&V and Impact Evaluation

· The work group will continue to review and edit EM&V challenges and the principles section of the recommendation.
