	Discussion:
	· The work group discussed Ms. Nevius’ work paper on important principles of energy efficiency program evaluation.  Mr. Loper noted that the work paper was consistent with the NAESB Retail EE recommendation, but written in a different manner.   Ms. Nevius stated that the work paper was a public document and the work group could borrow from it.  The drafters of the work paper were careful to be policy neutral in their language.  Mr. Loper volunteered to review the work paper and the NAESB Retail EE recommendation to compare the principles in the two documents.  
· Next, Mr. Loper reviewed his work paper, the revised recommendation.  As he was reviewing his comments, Mr. Allen expressed concern with the direction the work group was taking in developing the recommendation.  He noted that the wholesale and retail recommendations were very different, with wholesale focusing on M&V and retail focusing on EM&V.  He stated that the document would be too lengthy (and development would take too long) and too proscriptive.  
· After lengthy discussion on the work group’s progress, it was agreed that the work group would present the draft recommendation and the scope document to the Retail Executive Committee at the May 4 meeting for feedback on the development process.  In the meantime, Mr. Loper would work on comparing the principles in the two documents.  Ms. Cummings would work with Rae McQuade on getting this item on the May 4 agenda.
