	Discussion:
	· The group discussed an issue that was raised at the last work group meeting, whether or not there was agreement on the scope of the work product.  It was agreed to discuss the work group’s progress at the upcoming Retail Executive Committee meeting.  The purpose of this meeting was to discuss the best way to clearly frame the issue for the EC.  
· One of the core issues that the work group has grappled with is measurement and verification versus evaluation, measurement and verification.  There are sufficient differences between the wholesale and retail work products because of the differences between the two industries’ energy efficiency programs.  There is a need, on the retail side, for more general principles.  It was agreed that EM&V would be used for the retail model business practices because retail was program rather than project oriented.  
· A question arose regarding when disagreement arose in the process.  Mr. Winkler explained that the NAESB process is designed in such a way that participants can raise concerns or issues at any point during the standards development process, which is not necessarily a negative.  Participation is encouraged throughout the standards development process.  

· The work group discussed the SEE Action activities being undertaken by the Department of Energy.  In particular, they discussed how the two efforts would impact each other.  It may be necessary to hold a joint meeting to discuss where there may be overlap and where the two projects may run in parallel to each other.  This will be further discussed at the EC meeting.    
· It was noted that there were limited resources to commit to this development process.
