· In Planning section (either Portfolio Plan and/or Impact Evaluation Plan), suggest that the Plans specify how to adjust gross savings (why and how) including a list of common options and b) suggest that the Plans specify whether/why to determine/calculate Net Savings, with reference to other guidance on how (NAPEE Impact Evaluation Guide)

· Glossary – need to take an additional look and add/delete terms, make recommendations on which definitions to keep where 2 definitions are provided – send to Glossary committee for review. Consider including a definition for “program logic”.
· REQ.019 – remove “0” from #, not needed for Retail quadrant

· NAESB staff to confirm that “19” is reserved for Retail EE M&V

· Change use of “shall/must” to “should”
