	Comment Review:
	· Ms. Michals suggested that the participants review the comments submitted by Duke Energy as they also incorporate the comments of other submitters.  The participants reviewed the first recommendation submitted by ISO New England to eliminate the term evaluation from the recommendation and replace the language in the introduction with 2011 Retail Annual Plan Item 3(b).  Ms. Michaels stated that the group needs to decide how to address the issue concerning evaluation as it is prevalent throughout the recommendation. Mr. Sobin stated that the work group has simply followed the recommendation of the Ms. McQuade and DoE representatives through the SEE Action group and is addressing evaluation, measurement and verification.  Mr. Winkler stated that the retail recommendation was supposed to dovetail and be compatible with the wholesale recommendation and that he does not believe the two recommendations are compatible.  Mr. Warren stated that outside of the NAESB standards the terminology used by the industry for measurement and verification is impact evaluation.  Mr. Allen stated that Southern Company supports the comments of ISO New England and SCE and that recommendation requires too much detail related to documentation.  

· After further discussion, Ms. Michals recommended that a mapping of sorts be attempted between the documents.  Mr. Tillman reminded the participants of the NAESB policy to keep similar work products of the retail and wholesale quadrant as closely aligned as possible and to provide justification for necessary deviations.  Mr. Robinson suggested that the merging exercise begin with the wholesale recommendation that the team that will conduct the exercise begin with the wholesale recommendation and look for ways that the current draft of the retail recommendation could be included into the wholesale format.  Ms. Hamilton, Mr. Allen and Mr. Westendorf volunteered to develop a merged draft of the recommendation.  Ms. Michals stated that the group could also see what needs to be tightened in the framework section.  Mr. Warren stated that he would lead an effort to develop a work paper comparing the terminology of the wholesale standard and the retail recommendation.

	· The volunteers of the team developing the merged recommendation agreed to circulate a draft by September 8, 2011.  The participants agreed to hold their next meeting on September 12, 2011 from 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm Central.
