	Discussion:
	· Mr. Simchak reviewed the draft EM&V process steps, which was developed as a preliminary outline for the model business practices.  The document was reviewed to identify the key concepts to focus on.  Three questions to be answered by the work group are, 1) is there agreement on they key areas to be included, 2) what is the proper level of detail, and 3) what assignments will be given to participants in order to complete the work?
· The work group reviewed and redlined the draft EM&V process steps document.  Mr. Winkler described the various approaches that could be taken in standards development.  The level of detail to be created should be determined by the work group.  It can be a high level or more detailed document, or a mix of the two.  There may be areas where a more proscriptive approach is appropriate.  

· Ms. Michals and Mr. Loper volunteered to begin drafting model business practice language for the first two sections of the draft EM&V process steps.  Mr. Simchak and Mr. Sobin volunteered to begin drafting language for the third section of the draft EM&V process steps.  
· Mr. Jesensky suggested that including the basic requirements and options to consider on a program and portfolio basis would be helpful.  The work group discussed whether or not to include cost effectiveness in the model business practices.  It was agreed that, if it was included, it would not discuss regulatory or policy issues.  The work group was also aware that cost effectiveness could become a contentious issue.
