	Discussion:
	· At the previous Retail EE work group conference call, Mr. Loper volunteered to draft language to identify program and portfolio objectives and to set evaluation objectives.  Mr. Loper provided draft Model Business Practice recommendation language based on that assignment for the conference call.  He based his language on the wholesale energy efficiency recommendation and made changes where necessary to conform with the retail industry.  He reviewed the document for the work group.  
· Mr. Precht stated that he liked the language and suggested that the group use statements and give direction in the language as they develop the recommendation.  The work group agreed and it was stated that one of the challenges they faced was the level of detail to provide, especially for the sections that may cause debate.  Mr. Warren stated that he thought the approach agreed upon at the last meeting, developing the EM&V framework, the annual portfolio EM&V plan and the detailed research plan, would create a more comprehensive work product.  Participants agreed the best way to address these issues would be to debate draft language and the following assignments were made:

· All participants would review Mr. Loper’s work product and supply comments to Ms. Cummings by Friday, October 22.  The comments would be posted and distributed to the work group via the distribution list.  Any participants not on the distribution list were encouraged to contact the NAESB office to be added.
· Tom Simchak and Mr. Sobin would draft language for the third section of the draft EM&V process steps, select gross savings evolution approaches.

· Ms. Michals would draft language for section six of the same document, calculate gross savings.

· Mr. Precht and Ms. Cummings volunteered to format the document to be consistent with the other retail recommendations.

· Mr. Shiller and Mr. Warren would draft the EM&V framework and the Annual Portfolio EM&V plan.

· Those work products are due to Ms. Cummings by Friday, October 29 to give participants time to review them prior to the next Retail EE work group meeting, scheduled for November 5 from 10:00 am to 12:00 pm Central.
