	· The work group began with a review of the WEQ Energy Efficiency recommendation.  Ms. Michals reviewed the informal comments submitted by EM&V forum.  
· Mr. Precht reviewed some of the discussions held during the October 27 Retail EC meeting.  During that meeting, a motion was made to help the WEQ and REQ maintain consistency while developing glossary terms.  This will impact the REQ Energy Efficiency recommendation and any glossary terms will have to be reviewed by the Retail Glossary Subcommittee prior to recommendation approval.

· The draft recommendation as revised by Mr. Loper was reviewed.  Some of the items in the Principles section (specifically 1.4 through 1.10 were not actual principles, but more appropriate in the Executive Summary.  The items provided context on why these model business practices were being drafted.  

· Ms. Michals reviewed her work paper on Select Gross Savings Evaluation Approaches.  Mr. Precht and Ms. Cummings volunteered to combine the work papers into the recommendation to maintain the NAESB model business practice format.  

· Mr. Winkler noted that the Diverse Programs section of the recommendation read as program design.  He urged participants to keep in mind that a regulator may read those items as proscriptive standards on program design.
