	Discussion:
	· The work group reviewed the draft recommendation.  A question arose whether the overview and principles should be included in the model business practices or the introduction.  Mr. Winkler noted that the NAESB model business practices should not address policy and he was concerned that the principles did do that.  He suggested that the work group not include cost justification, or have any mention of cost, in the model business practices.  He noted that the smart grid work group removed three pages of principles from PAP10 and put them in an appendix.  He added that the less proscriptive the model business practices are, the more flexible they can be and the more likely they will be adopted.  Ms. Link noted that if benchmarks are not included in the model business practices, there will not be a legacy when others attempt energy conservation in the future.  Mr. Precht noted that staff members from two state commissions were on the Retail Electric Executive Committee.  He offered to reach out to them for feedback on this issue.  
· The work group discussed the purpose of the model business practice.  There was general consensus that the model business practices were being drafted to provide useful guidance to those new to energy efficiency.  There was also agreement that the first draft would be at a high level.  The work group also agreed that the model business practices should be better organized.  Mr. Warren volunteered to review the document and organize the appropriate sections.
