Retail Energy Efficiency

NEEP Definitions:

Energy Efficiency Measure:  An installed piece of equipment or system, or modification of equipment, systems, or operations on end-use customer facilities that reduces the total amount of electrical or gas energy and capacity that would otherwise have been needed to deliver an equivalent or improved level of end-use service.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

An installed piece of equipment or system, or modification of equipment, systems, or operations on end-use customer facilities that reduces the total amount of electrical or gas energy and capacity.  Also see definition of Energy Efficiency.
Project:  An activity or course of action involving one or multiple energy efficiency measures, at a single facility or site.

Project:  An activity or course of action involving one or multiple energy efficiency measures, at a single facility or site.
Program: A group of projects with similar characteristics and installed in similar applications.
Work Group Proposed Definition:
Program: A group of projects with similar characteristics and installed in similar applications.
Portfolio:  (a) A collection of similar programs addressing the same market (e.g. a portfolio of residential programs), technology (e.g. motor efficiency programs), or mechanisms (e.g. loan programs), (b) the set of all programs conducted by one or more organizations, such as a program administrator (and which could include programs that cover multiple markets, technologies, etc..).

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Portfolio:  (a) A collection of similar programs addressing the same market (e.g. a portfolio of residential programs), technology (e.g. motor efficiency programs), or mechanisms (e.g. loan programs), (b) the set of all programs conducted by one or more organizations, such as a program administrator (and which could include programs that cover multiple markets, technologies, etc..).

Energy Efficiency

WEQ Ratified Definition:  Installed measures on Retail Customer facilities that achieve a permanent reduction in electric energy usage while maintaining a comparable quality of service.

NEEP Definition:  The use of less energy to provide the same or an improved level of service to the energy consumer; or the use of less energy to perform the same function.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Measurement & Verification (M&V)

WEQ Ratified Definition:  The process of determining reductions in usage and/or demand resulting from Demand Response or Energy Efficiency.

NEEP Definition:  A subset of program impact evaluation that is associated with the documentation of energy savings at individual sites or projects using one or more methods that can involve measurements, engineering calculations, statistical analyses, and/or computer simulation modeling.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Evaluation, Measurement & Verification (EM&V)

NOTE a Ratified Retail Definition for Evaluation:  The process used by the Registration Agent and other Market Participants to determine which Enrollment will be effectuated in the event that there are multiple Pending Enrollments within a defined period of time.

NEEP Definition of Evaluation:  The conduct of any of a wide range of assessment studies and other activities aimed at determining the effects of a program, understanding or documenting program performance, program or program-related markets and market operations, program-induced changes in energy efficiency markets, levels of demand or energy savings, or program cost-effectiveness.  Market assessment, monitoring and evaluation (M&E), and measurement and verification (M&V) are aspects of evaluation.

Impact Evaluation

NEEP Definition:  An evaluation of the program-specific directly induced quantitative changes (e.g. kWh, kW, therms) attributable to an energy efficiency program.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Energy Efficiency Provider (REQ) / Energy Efficiency Resource Provider (WEQ)
WEQ Ratified Definition:  An Entity that is responsible for delivering Energy Efficiency.

Retail EE Work Group Proposed Definition:  The Entity administering an Energy Efficiency program.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Energy Efficiency Baseline

WEQ Ratified Definition:  Energy usage that would have occurred without implementation of the subject measure or project.
NEEP Definition of Baseline:  Conditions, including energy consumption and related emissions, that would have occurred without implementation of the subject measure or project.  Baseline conditions are sometimes referred to as “business-as-usual” conditions and are used to calculate program-related efficiency or emissions savings.  Baselines can be defined as either project-specific baselines or performance standard baselines (e.g. building codes).

Retail Ratified Definition of Baseline for Demand Response (Developed in coordination with WEQ):  A method of estimating the electricity that would have been consumed by a Retail Customer or Demand Resource in the absence of a Demand Response Event.  It may be calculated using interval metering and/or statistical sampling techniques.  The figure below illustrates the concept of Baseline relative to a Demand Response Event.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Gross Savings

NEEP Definition:  The change in energy consumption and/or demand that results directly from program-related actions taken by participants in an efficiency program, regardless of why they participated and unadjusted by any factors.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Net Savings

NEEP Definition:  The total change in load that is attributable to an energy efficiency program.  This change in load may include, implicitly or explicitly, the effects of free drivers, free riders, energy efficiency standards, changes in the level of energy service, and other causes of changes in energy consumption or demand.

Free Driver:  A program non-participant who has adopted a particular effiecncy measure or practice as a result of the evaluated program.

Free Rider:  A program participant who would have implemented the program measure or practice in the absence of the program.  Free Riders can be: 1) total, in which the participant’s activity would have completely replicated the program measure; 2) partial, in which the participant’s activity would have partially replicated the program measure; or 3) deferred, in which the participant’s activity would have completely replicated the program measure, but at a future time than the program’s timeframe.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Deemed Savings

NEEP Definition:  An estimate of energy or demand savings for a single unit of an installed energy efficiency measure that (a) has been developed from data sources and analytical methods that are widely considered acceptable for the measure and purpose, and (b) is applicable to the situation being evaluated.  Individual parameters or calculation methods can also be deemed.

Work Group Proposed Definition:

Demand Reduction Value

REQ and WEQ Ratified Definition:  Measurement of reduced electricity usage by a Demand Resource during a Demand Response Event or Energy Efficiency performance expressed in MW.
