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Midwest ISO would like to offer the following informal comments for consideration on the scoping documents for Energy Efficiency, Cap and Trade, and Renewable Portfolios.  
Annual Plan Item 4.f) Develop business practice standards to measure and verify energy reductions that are made to comply with a Renewable Portfolio Standard that included energy efficiency or a stand-alone Energy Efficiency Portfolio Standard.
Comment:  As a part of the scoping effort the subcommittee should either provide a target completion date/quarter or project the duration required to complete this annual plan item so that the Executive Committee can assign a target completion date.

Annual Plan Item 4.g) Develop business practice standards to factor Demand Control and Energy Efficiency programs into reliability / supply decisions at the wholesale level for generation and transmission planning and operations in ISO/RTO footprint areas.

Comment:  As a part of the scoping effort the subcommittee should either provide a target completion date/quarter or project the duration required to complete this annual plan item so that the Executive Committee can assign a target completion date.

Annual Plan Item 4.h) Develop business practice standards for cap and trade programs for green house gas.
Comment:  The status for this item states “Pending.  This item will not be addressed until Congress has addressed pending legislation.”  Based on this status, the annual item should be moved to Provisional.  Since there are unknowns as to when and if this item can be addressed it is a good candidate for a Provisional item rather than an active Annual Plan item.  If and when Congress acts on pending legislation the item can then be moved back to an active item.  In the past there was the notion that if something is moved to Provisional it will never be addressed; this is not the case.  The Executive Committee monitors the Provisional list as well as the active 2009 Annual Plan Items, and in the past year we have seen items move to and from the Provisional list.
The NAESB 2009 work plan for this item stated that upon conclusion of the scoping statement, it would be determined whether NAESB standards development is appropriate (e.g. measurement and verification).  The scoping document should address this determination.  
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
