Review and Comment on Energy Efficiency Work Papers

The DSM-EE WEQ/REQ/RGQ Scoping Task Force met on Thursday, July 9 to discuss the split of the DSM-EE subcommittee into various subcommittees to simultaneously address Demand Response, Energy Efficiency, Cap and Trade and Renewable Portfolios.  Participants of the Scoping Task Force were asked to review and comment on Energy Efficiency, Renewable Portfolio and Cap and Trade work papers by Monday August 3, 2009, in preparation for the task force meeting scheduled for Thursday, August 6, 2009.  That meeting will be an opportunity to address comments.
NEEP, which provides facilitation and support to the Regional EM&V Forum, is submitting comments to NAESB on the Draft Scoping paper.  Our comments take the form of recommendations.  The recommendations reflect the research and experience that NEEP and the Forum participants have with protocols, EM&V practices, and the process of developing common planning and savings assumptions at state and regional levels in the Northeast, as well as our involvement in various national protocol and EM&V-related activities.

Our key recommendations are as follows:

1) NAESB development of EE standards should focus on the wholesale electric market, not the retail market.  Furthermore, NAESB should build on ISO-New England and PJM M&V standards.  The PJM recently approved an M&V manual that supports the PJM’s Regional Pricing Model.  The document, PJM Manual 18B: Energy Efficiency M&V, Effective Date: April 23, 2009, prepared by PJM Forward Market Operations should be included in the list of resources that are consulted.  Both this document and the ISO-New England M-MVDR identify a scope and address standards for topics that are consistent with the straw man list put forth by Eric Winkler and Neal Allen in their June 24, 2009 NAESB Working Paper Draft.
2) NAESB should coordinate with other national EM&V efforts, including the US EPA/US DOE NAPEE EM&V Project, and the US DOE ARRA EM&V Guidelines.  Both of these efforts are currently underway. Both of these efforts are intended to increase consistency in EM&V practices and reporting across the country.   
3) The NAESB process should take steps to engage relevant stakeholders throughout the process. The Forum heartily supports the recommendation by Eric Winkler that the list of stakeholders in the NAESB process be expanded beyond the current Task Force subcommittee, to include additional trade, regulatory, policy organizations and national government organizations involved in protocol development.
